Hams respond to ELT signal

ams respond to ELT signal on
121.500 MHZ 1!

| heard an aircraft report to the Helena approach
that they briefly heard an ELT (Emergency
Locator Transponder) on approach into the Helena
airport, but could not pick it up again as they
neared the airport. The tower said that they could
not hear the signal at all. | then turned on my
mobile radio and could hear the ELT very
distinctly as it is a very different sound. | chedk
on my other mobile and could also hear it, so |
went down and could hear it on the base radio. In
turning the beams, | could hear it weakly in the
270-280 degrees from my QTH, and stronger in
the 90-100 degree heading.

| then grabbed equipment on my emergency list
and headed towards the Causeway and Lakeside,
while making several calls on the repeater.
Dwayne K7SYO answered and then Bob K7HLN
reported that he could not hear any signal on fop o
McDonald Pass, where he was having fun in the
6m contest. By this time | had crossed the
Causeway and the signal was much stronger than it
had been with a hill to the East of me. Upon going
to Lakeside, | could not hear the signal at alf an
came back via the York Road. Upon topping the
hill, I could again hear a faint signal. Bill KTMT
answered my call and then checked the frequency
and got a faint signal from the direction of
Marysuville.

| headed back towards Lincoln Road and
proceeded west. Upon leaving the valley on
Lincoln Road while talking to K7MT and Dan
K7SHM of L&C Search and Rescue on Tom
WR7AGT's UHF repeater, the signal started to
come up to the point that | was getting a reading
on the S meter. As | proceeded towards Silver City
the reading continued to become stronger, and as |
approached the Silver City Bar, | could see the
shape of an airplane in the ditch on Birdseye Road.
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As | pulled up to
the airplane there
was nobody around
the aircraft. There
was a gentleman
sitting on the porch
of a nearby house,
and | asked if this
had been reported.
| was told that it
had been reported
to the insurance
company and his
lawyer, and a
message left with the FAA answering machine g
he was he pilot. KMT had already called the

found. | asked the pilot if he knew the ELT had
gone off and that there was a search underway
the CAP and amateur radio because of it. He dig
not, but was very cooperative in finding the ELT
and turning it off.

Forest Service officer then arrived on the scene
and took over.

After answering questions on how | found it, | w3
asked to wait until the Under sheriff and FAA

arrived incase they had more questions. After
talking to the Undersheriff, | was released and
headed home.

The slots are for Upper Sideband only, no AM or
CW. Frequency tolerance is also an issue. If your
rig is "drifty”, it may not be suitable for operaii

in that area. I'm sure there will be an active
monitoring effort as we begin operation on 60
meters, so let's put our best attitude forwarde Th
new channel freqgs are: 5332, 5348, 5368, 5373 and
5405, with the last channel being shared with UK
amateurs.
